During the year 2008-2009, ws had attended a
training conducted by STC, Education Department,
on “Dyslexis”. This training motivated ws to
identify dyslexic stndents in the school and provide
thetn with remedial messures o Hngrove thedit
performance in the claasrooma.

Remedial Approaches

Stodents with dyslexia need to be tenght &t a
pace they are comiortable with. They muxt be given
sufficient time for practice snd to0 respond to
questions, The training imparted must be stryctared
and paquenced from simple to complex, 1is pood to
ensure that the child has thoroughly mastersd a
particular stage befote moving on to the next one.
The trainings mmet inchade s mult sensory appenach
that involves vigion, bearing and touch,

In this study, the sludems were imparted with a
variety of training and activities to develop their
langnage skills, motor and auditory skills and
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motivate them. Few of the activities are listed
below:

- Students were trained to identify alphabets
with the sense of touch. They were made to
write letters on rice, sand, sand paper, cello
tape and colored clays. They were also made to
model the alphabets with clay to feel the
shape of the alphabet. Drawing and painting
are also good methods to develop their fine
motor skill.

- Using water balloons and water pistols -
Alphabets were written on the blackboard and
the students were asked to throw water
balloons when the teacher pronounces the
particular letter. This helps the student
recognize the sound of the letter and
differentiate between the alphabets.

- Adequate physical exercises were conducted
to develop coordination and kinesthetic ability.
Students were given opportunities to develop
their abilities to throw, catch and kick a ball.
Yoga and Meditation sessions helped
improve their concentration levels.

- Students were also given training using
computers available in the school. They learnt
to type letters and words using MS Word and
verify basic arithmetic operation in MS Excel.
Digital Learning Resources were used to teach
a few lessons. Phonetic sofiware were used
to coach their development of sound and
develop their listening skills.

- Music is a powerful medium for auditory
training. Students were taught to sing songs
and rhymes that helped improve their
pronunciation, and intonation. Students were
told the stories and lives of great achievers

who were dyslexic in their childhood.
Anecdotes from their lives as to how they
overcame obstacles inspire students to face life
and challenges that come their way.

- QGardening is a good physical activity and also
helps develop sensitivity towards nature in
students. With that intention, a herbal garden
was created in the school compound and the
children grew various herbal plants, watered
and nurtured them regularly. This aided in
bringing all the students together as they
collectively worked towards establishing a
herbal garden.

Efforts were taken to ensure that no child was
isolated in the classroom. Activities were designed
in such a way that all children would joyfully take
part in it and learning was guaranteed for all. These
activities showed to have a positive impact on the
students and in their ability to identify alphabets and
learn the language. It also showed significant
improvement in their learning ability and attitude.

Reflections:

A student suffering from dyslexia is in no way less
intelligent than any other normal student in the class.
The child has a genuine difficulty in learning and is
not lazy or uninterested. When one identifies such a
student in the classroom, the teacher can offer
adequate support and motivate the student to learn
better. It is important to engage the child in
simple tasks initially to boost their sense of
achievement. Many such children would be creative
and hence they should be given opportunities to use
and express their creativity in their learning.
Parents also need to be made aware that dyslexia is
not a disease but a learning disorder which can be
overcome by providing support to the child.

The students of our school who showed symptoms
of dyslexia were trained with utmost care and they
were rejuvenated by this project. The multi - sensory
trainings imparted to them were useful to improve
their concentration levels. There was a change in
their learning ability and attitude. The training also
helped students overcome their initial learning
struggles and there was an improvement in their
academic performance. It is suggested that such
projects be periodically carried out in schools for
the students' overall development. 2
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Using Authentic Materials to teach English
& 7 Language in Primary Class

In my career as a Primary School Teacher, I
have often wondered why my students were
not speaking in English and were so eager to lapse
into Tamil. For me, taking classes was a big
challenge as [ had to use my home language to teach.
I tried out various methods but despite my efforts,
my students always answered in monosyllables
and generally got scared of English classes.
Thiswas when I thought of doing something
different.

I realized that children need to be exposed to a
language-rich environment to achieve a reasonable
level of competency in English.

Language-rich environment is a 'setting in which a
child is surrounded by talk and has plenty of
opportunities to communicate with others'. This
usually happens at home where children learn to
speak their mother tongue. But how to create a
similar environment in the classroom that would
help students develop communicative skills in

English?
Language - rich Environment

I started using interesting classroom materials
to teach English. Initially, I prepared different types
of charts and hung them around the class. The
children saw the charts and gradually began to
recognize and read the words written on them quite
fluently. But when it came to using words in context
they floundered. This was when the idea of using
authentic materials to teach English as a second

language (ESL) struck me.
Authentic materials

What exactly are authentic materials? These
are resources (texts and materials) that are created
to help students use language in real-life situations
and not simply for language teaching purposes.
They are effective in teaching because:

+ They motivate students to learn.

o They provide authentic information on certain
subjects.

o They expose the students to real language
situations.

o They make classroom teaching and leaming
more creative and interactive.

Along with textbook-oriented materials like charts
and flash cards, I also began using authentic
resources like oil containers, soap wrappers, empty
shampoo bottles and children's magazines to
develop communicative competency in my
students.

Photos from the surrounding

Objective : To help children relate words to
the photos and develop vocabulary in a meaningful
way.

Procedure:

o I pasted photos of cars, vegetables and
festivals along with the corresponding words on
classroom walls.

o The children saw the photos and gradually
were able to recognize and read the words fluently.
This went on for a few weeks.

+ By pointing at certain photos, I asked the
children questions like:

¢ “Do you like cars or buses?”
¢ “Which is your favorite festival?”

¢ “Which are vegetables that your mother
uses for making sambar?”

o The children answered the questions by
pointing at the appropriate pictures and talked about
their experiences related to the objects in the
photos.
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Benefits :

¢ Bydoing this activity, I remarked that children
looked more relaxed in class and spoke about
their experiences.

o Learning was more joyous and took place ata
child's own pace.

There were, however, many children who did not
participate in the photo activity so I had to come up
with interactive methods of teaching to develop
their communicative skills and interest. For this, I
used the following approach:

¢ For children who loved poems, I introduced
rhyming words through an action song called 'Team
work' from the textbook. The students answered
many questions based on the rthyme and became
familiar with the words.

o For some others, I used pictures of body parts
with the corresponding vocabulary. The children
had to match them and answer questions on some of
them like, “How do you rinse your mouth?” or
“How do you wash your hair?”

Puppets

Puppets could become effective teaching-aids for
developing communicative competencies in
children when integrated into conversations or
dialogues.

Finger Puppets :

Objective : Use of finger puppets to teach children
about family members,

Procedure :

« Imade a few simple finger puppets, coloured
them and made a bit of art work to make them
look like father, mother, brother sister and
soon.

o ] showed them to the children by asking
questions on who they were and whether they
had some of
their relatives
living close by. I
also asked them
to describe some
of them. This
made

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and interesting. Lot of talk happened and the
children wanted to show the puppets to their
friends.

o I also showed them how easy it was to make
the finger puppets by using paper, sketch pens
and a bit of glue. The children warmed up to
me and began making their own puppets and
used them to converse with their friends.

Benefits:

e Children leamed about family relations in an
interactive manner.

e The children made their own puppets and
their creativity developed.

Stick Puppets (Smiley):

Objective : Use of stick puppets with smileys to
help children express emotions and learn about
expressions.

Procedure :

» As an extension of the finger puppet activity, I
used stick puppets with smileys pasted on
them to teach vocabulary of sentiments.

o The smileys taught children, amongst a
hundred other terms, words pertaining to
different facial expressions like sadness,
surprise, happiness, fear and anger.

o Thelped students create dialogues between the
different puppets like:

+ “Why are you sad?”

+ “My mother is ill!”

¢ “I am happy because I bought a ball.”
+ “You are looking tired.”

¢ “Yes, I played football.”

Benefits :

o The use of smiley puppets helped develop my
students’ questioning and answering skills and
made the class more interactive as children
talked about their emotions and sentiments.

Children's Magazines

Children's magazines
are seen in every book
shop and stall around
town but how many of us
really think of using




them to teach English? If used properly, magazines
could become an effective medium to teach
communicative functions to children,
Objective :
¢ To help children talk about the pictures on a
magazine page.
¢ To help students develop vocabulary and
simple grammar structures for communicative
purposes.
¢ To develop reading skills in children through
peer activity.
Procedure:
» Idivided the class into small groups.
I gave children's magazines with bright
illustrations to each group.
o Each group had to choose a picture from the
magazine and say a simple sentence about it.
o Initially the children used phrases like “The
sky is blue,” or the “The grass is green...”

¢ Slowly I went around the class and asked the
students to talk about other things from the
picture.

¢ The students began saying many more
sentences to each other and an interactive
group activity took place.

Benefits :

¢ Communicative skills of students improved
through peer learning.

e Colourful magazine pictures motivated
students to talk more freely.

Masks

Children very often find it difficult to formulate
questions. How to help them improve their
questioning skills by using when, where, what, why,
who and which? The question words at the back of
the lessons were a challenge to me in my class. I
designed an entire sequence of dialogues and made
them do a role play in class by using masks. Before
making them do a role-play I asked them a lot of
questions beginning with how? Why? Where?
What? When?

Which? This was (
an interesting
activity as children
whole-heartedly
participated in it.

Once this was done, the class was divided into
groups and one section asked a question and the
opposite section answered it.

Objective :

Use of masks to develop questioning skills in
children.

Materials used : Masks of animals and popular
characters.

Procedure:

o [ got masks of animals and other favorite
characters like Chota Bheem and Mickey
Mouse from the shop.

o I taught the children a few dialogues about
food habits and the place where these animals
or characters live by using the above
mentioned words to formulate questions.

e The children enacted the dialogues in pairs
before the class and talked for 3 to 4 minutes
continuously in English.

 Slowly there was a rush as to who will come
forward to speak in front of the class.

¢ The students began making their own masks
for role-plays.

Benefits :
 Questioning skills improved.

¢ Dialogues created a real-life situation and
children became more motivated to talk.

e Children gained more knowledge about
animals and their favourite characters through
a questioning and answering activity.

o Children's creativity got developed.
Conclusion

Communicative language proficiency plays a
crucial role in getting along in life by using various
language functions and also for developing
confidence in children. Since English is an alien
language and children who study it in our
government schools do not have sufficient exposure
to it, it is our duty as teachers to create a language
rich environment in our classrooms. In this context,
the use of authentic materials is certainly an
effective teaching-aid for meaningful learning to
take place amongst our students.

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Easy English Creating English Rich
Environment in School

Background : assembly session interactive by allotting 15 min

In Pondicherry, all the government schools have
been converted into CBSE system. Most students
studying in government rural schools are less
privileged as far as learning English is concerned.
English is still an alien language in most of the rural
school children of Pondicherry. There is very little
exposure to English language for them. This makes
it difficult for the teachers to teach the students
English without the use of home language.

On a particular day, 1 encountered an unusual
incident in a classroom. The class teacher of
Standard V was on leave 5o I went to the class to
teach. I asked a student, “Where is your book?” He
did not respond as he could not understand what I
was saying. Finally, he answered, “Neenga English
la pesuringa” (You are speaking in English). It
struck me hard and made me realize the importance
of learning English to communicate and express
one's thoughts and feelings.

I felt that the school should intervene in this matter
to facilitate students' learning. For this, it was
important to create opportunities for the students to
listen to and use the target language. So I discussed
about this with my school teachers and we came up
with certain plans to facilitate English language
learning in a natural way. We felt that the learning
will be effective only when it happens in a natural,
fun-filled and care free atmosphere.

How could a programme for English language
learning be enjoyable at the same time be effective?

In our school we teachers got together to frame an
effective and systematic plan to enrich the
communicative capabilities of our children. After
much deliberation we came up with certain ideas
that could be started straightaway; setting up of
reading corners in all classes, making the daily

every day for developing communicative skills in
children and using language games and activities
based on their lessons. We wanted to keep the
programme child friendly and pave the way to
make English language learning stress free.

The Four Interventions:

As a way forward plan, the school decided to come
up with four interventions which have rich
pedagogical values: Reading corners, Language
games and activities, Interactive morning assembly
and a Print-rich environment.

1. Reading Corner

Aim : To introduce children to books and slowly
develop theirreading habits.

To make this program effective the books should be
selected with the cognitive level of the children in
mind. The books so chosen have to be graded, and
arranged in tables or shelves at the eye level of the
children. Some schools have even used a rope tied
across the classroom and hung the books. Selection
of books i3 important. There are plenty of illustrated
books available in the market. They could be;
pictorial books, bi-lingual books, story books,
activity books and work books.

The reading corner is an important concept which is
different from a library. The reading corner can be
setup in every class. The books will be at the level of
the students and they can easily pick one up and leaf
through. Unlike a library, the books in a reading
corner are smaller in numbers and choosing a book
becomes casier for the children. Contributing books
for the reading corner would be a welcome move.
Once the community is sensitized to this concept
there would be volunteers to contribute books to
build a good collection.

Every day the teacher could allot a specific time for
the children to go to the reading corner, take books,
read and exchange with friends. Initially they may
not read at all. Still it will give them a chance to
handle a book, leaf through the pages and gaze at the
pictures. Here the teacher can slowly tell them the
ways to handle a book. She can sit with groups of
children and talk to them about the pictures in the
book. Slowly other children will warm up to her.
Once they become familiar with the process the
books canbe issued home.

Actlvities in reading corner : Teacher can sit with
the children and read aloud a story and this will be an
interactive session. There are various strategies that
could be used in storytelling.

Strategy :

Leave the story incomplete at the climax point. In
the next class the children will be eager to know the
continuation of the story. It will create an interactive
session and a lot of talk will ensue. Slowly the
vocabulary can be developed and spoken skills
enhanced.

Outcome :

It will keep the students engaged.

Their listening skills will be enhanced.
Interest in English language will be kindled.

It will enable students to understand English in the
most natural settings.

Experience and Reflections :

To set up a reading comer in the school, we
Beveromedd | Sdgranf 2016

identified a room. We brought books both Tamil
and English from the Education Department. This
reading comer also served as a mini library for the
school. We kept story cards and books, magazines
like “India Today.” It was an intervention that we
initiated for all the students to benefit. We had an
expected result. But we felt that it was not enough.
The experience made us to reflect on how we could
improve our interventions. As we reflected on this,
we found out that lack of proper guidelines was the
major contribution to its poor result. It also made us
think whether the books and other items kept in the
reading corner weren't interesting enough for the
children. Since the belief was strong in us to create
English learning opportunities for the students, we
had to come up with ways to strengthen these
interventions. To support the efforts to make the
reading corner effective, appropriate games and
activities could be conducted to develop the interest
in children towards English.

2. Language games and activities

It was our firm belief that English should be learnt in
rich context like the first language. To create this
context in the classroom and school, sufficient
English inputs and exposure should be provided to
the students. Under such exposure, once the students
are familiar with the sounds and words of English,
they will be able to start speaking in English. The
students should be given ample space to use the
target language, practice and master it. It is also
important to note that children construct their own
meaning of the world and concepts around them.
Therefore our teaching methodology should respect
the children's experience and base our teaching
around it.

Language games and activities have multiple
educational values both academic and non-
academic. There are varieties of games and
activities for building vocabulary, teaching concepts,
grammar, stories etc. Similarly, games and activities
can be used for classroom management, peer
learning, interest, motivation, confidence etc. Some
of them are specific for classroom usage while
others can be used for language learning outside
the classroom. Terms like - proper noun and
common noun, pronoun etc. are taught through the
language games.
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Activity :
Preposition :

Materials required : Chocolates

Procedure : Teacher hides the chocolates behind a
cupboard, under the table, on the bag, beside the
table, over the shelf,

These are low cost activities that need no prior
planning

Experiences & Reflections:

The children were initially hesitant. A few came
forward and attempted to participate when the
teacher explained the equivalent in their home
language. Slowly they started warming up and
started looking forward to the English classes. Itis a
great effort on the part of teachers to think of
different games for the children. Sometimes when
they were constrained to complete the portions and
these activities may not be possible. It would be
effective if teachers design activities based on the
lesson and use it for assessment purposes also.

3. Interactive Morning assembly

Assembly can be more resourceful than what it is
normally used for. We can use this space to give
English inputs storytelling, learning rhymes and
singing songs to the students. The teachers can take
turns telling stories (bi-lingual) thrice a week or
teach English rhymes and songs every day. External
experts on storytelling, puppetry etc. could also be
called in. Ata later stage, we can introduce role plays,
conduct competitions like - extempore speech,
debate etc. to provide an opportunity for the students
to use the target language.

Strategy :

Two teachers can do arole- play in English for 5 min
discussing a topic closer to the children's everyday
happenings. The teachers can do it for 4 days in the
assembly in front of the whole school. On the 5th
day volunteers can be asked to do a similar role-play
for 5 minutes. The topic and the vocabulary list
could be given a day before. Children can come in
pairs and do the role-play.
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Stage fear goes.
Children's attention span develops.

Spoken and communicative skills develop in natural
settings.

Listening skills get enhanced.
Peerlearning and assessment takes place.
4. Print-Rich Environment

The school should take an initiative to expose the
students to maximum visual materials. As it is,
students like to draw and express their thoughts
through drawing. It takes only a simple effort for the
teachers to make sure that these drawings can be
utilized for teaching the target language. The teacher
can also use the concept of “Graffiti Wall” where the
students' own creations - vocabularies, language
games and activities, can be drawn, pasted or hung
on. The teachers and students can collaboratively
paint and make some posters (which have the target
language written on them), collect locally available
authentic materials like news- papers, empty cartons
of food products, wrappers of chocolates and so on
and create stories and songs. This intervention will
provide the students to get familiar with the written

language.
Way Forward :

To sharpen our next interventions, it is essential to
have proper plan with clear cut objectives behind it.
These are a few interventions the school has
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developed. The school will explore other
opportunities to create English rich environment,
which will serve two main purposes:

(i) Creating varied input rich environment that is,
the students be given plenty of verbal and
written opportunities to become familiar with
the target language.

(ii) Providing sufficient opportunities for output
that is, space for the students to use the target
language.
